Motion by Rumbaugh, 2nd by Nolte to approve the Bills Submitted.  All ayes, mc.
Lt Grimm presented the Polk County Sheriff December report and discussed recent activity in Elkhart.

Council reviewed the Annual report from the Elkhart Cemetery Association submitted by Barb Duncan.

Matt Radermacher from MSA Professional Services Inc  presented Council with copies of the Stormwater Study and also a Public Notice to use for the Sump Pump Observation Program and updated council on status of 2 CDBG applications.
North Polk Music Boosters sent a request for donation.  Motion by Jones, 2nd by Smith to approve a $100 donation to the North Polk Music Boosters.  All ayes, mc.
Council received from Clerk a copy of the May 1, 2006 Ordinance 2006-01, a July 2, 2007 letter and map from Mid American Energy to City of Elkhart re installation of 7 street lights on Megan Avenue.  Eric Heikes from Mid American Energy spoke to Council re Ordinance 2006-01 requirement for all electric lines to be underground and possible plans for improvements to Prairie Pointe Plat 5.  He gave Council a map of NE Megan, Allison, Elm and Maple streets and will develop a more detailed plan and submit to Council.  Clerk was directed by Council to sign Certificate of Occupancy for new home at 108 NE Megan Ave.
Council presented their individual reports.

Jones discussed moving regular Council meetings to the second week each month and narrow banding requirements that will increase costs for the Fire Department.

Nolte is looking into purchasing some lighter tables for the Elkhart Veteran’s Memorial Community Center and a wider table for City Hall.

Rumbaugh updated Council on the damage to hydrant near Shaw and Main done by unknown driver.  He will call Thorpe Water re repairs and inspection of Hydrant.  Posts may be installed to prevent future damage but this will be further discussed.
Smith will have a resolution prepared for next meeting re new street signs.
Clerk presented Council with December, 2011 financial reports:  Receipts:  General: $28131; Special Revenue:  $3776; TIF:  $1762; Debt Service:  $2103; Water:  $7198; Sewer:  $5106.  Disbursements:  General:  $1421; Special Revenue:  $125; Water:  $4106; Sewer:  $19452.  Combined Fund Balance = $370,099. Clerk also provided Council with an anonymous complaint, Iowa League of Cities MLA information re the January 12 6pm online session available in City Hall, Casey’s offer of discounted gas.
Fire Chief Chip Mathis presented the Fire Department report and an additional 2 pages for Council before updating Council on plans to build a new Elkhart Fire Station.  Jason Lemke added that grants to help fund a new Fire Station will require the land be purchased and building drawings be prepared.
Motion by Jones, 2nd by Smith to approve looking into purchasing land to build a new Fire Station.  All ayes, mc.
Council discussed with Penny Moberly and Mike Kappos the status of the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Clerk read aloud City Code requiring Council to appoint members of Planning and Zoning.

Next meeting of the Elkhart Cemetery Association is February 16, 2012.

Denny Peppmeier reminded Council that Mid American requests the meters on City Properties be addressed.  City Buildings have new address numbers installed.

Motion by Jones, 2nd by Rumbaugh to approve Resolution 2012-04 to approve the 28E Agreement for FY 2012 library services with the City Library Board of the City of Slater, Iowa with automatic one year extensions and to approve payment in the amount of $724 for FY 2012.
