Elkhart City Council Public Hearing 12-21-2011 Minutes

The Public Hearing to inform Citizens of the intent to submit a Community Development Block Grant Application to the Iowa Department of Economic Development for Funding of improvements to the City’s Storm water Collection System was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Pro Tem Doug Jones.

Jones called for questions or comments.  The Agenda for the Public Hearing was read:

1. The City intends to make improvements to its Storm water system and intends to apply for Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funding for construction in 2012.

The City is making improvements to the storm water system. The recommended improvements will be identified through a storm sewer system study prepared by MSA Professional Services that will evaluate several alternative solutions for the City.

The proposed improvements will be funded through the use of:

The application will be submitted by January 4th, 2012.
5.
At least 51% of the funds will benefit low-and-moderate income persons.  According to the Department of Housing and Urban Development Elkhart has an LMI percentage of 53.1%

6.
The proposed improvements will take place in areas within or adjacent to the existing storm water collection system.
7.
No displacement of persons or businesses will occur as a result of the program.

Motion by Rumbaugh, 2nd by Nolte to approve the bills submitted as written.  All ayes, mc.
Jason Miller from MSA provided Council with 9 page packets of maps entitled Storm Water Improvements that included pages titled:   1930’s Aerial, 1950’s aerial, 1990’s aerial, 2010 aerial, delineated drainage basins, existing drainage, storm sewer capacity, proposed 5 year storm improvements, and proposed 10 year storm improvements.  Council and Miller discussed the results of storm water testing and potential solutions including installing drain tiles in alley ways, excavating ditches, replacing culverts, and a wet detention basin.  Miller presented Council with a 3 page Summary of Storm Water Improvements projected cost analysis which was reviewed and discussed.
Clerk presented Council with updated TIF loan balance information, payroll report, and code sections regarding posting requirements. Next Council Meeting is January 3, 2012.
Motion by Jones, 2nd by Richardson to approve posting the Council Meeting agendas only at City Hall, the US Post Office in Elkhart, and on the City’s website.  All ayes, mc.
Mayor Pro Tem Jones asked for an update on the City street signage.  Smith and Nolte indicated they are gathering information and will share results at the January meeting.
Council received only the MSA packet for the CDBG Application and Administration proposal in response to written requests for proposals mailed to 3 firms and also published.  Council discussed the amount of the project to include on the storm water application and determined $600,000. Motion by Rumbaugh, 2nd by Smith to approve Resolution 2011-72 to select MSA Professional Services Inc. as the Grant Writer/Administrator of the Storm water Improvements CDBG Block Grant application for the project amount of $600,000 and administration of the program when funded.   Roll Call Vote. Ayes: Jones, Nolte, Richardson, Rumbaugh, and Smith. Nays:  None.  Absent: Cory; mc.

Council received only the MSA packet for the Storm water System Improvements Engineering Firms in response to written requests for qualifications mailed to 3 firms and also published.  Motion by Nolte, 2nd by Smith to approve Resolution 2011-73 to select MSA Professional Services Inc. as the Engineering Firm to provide engineering services related to the improvements of the City’s Storm water collection system.  The project amount will not exceed $600,000.  Roll Call Vote. Ayes: Jones, Nolte, Richardson, Rumbaugh, and Smith. Nays:  None.  Absent: Cory; mc.

Council reviewed and discussed the proposed 28E Agreement for Funding of  the Polk County Emergency Management Administration for FY 2012, 2013, and 2014.  
Motion by Nolte, 2nd by Rumbaugh to approve Resolution 2011-74 to approve and cause to be executed the 28E Agreement for funding of the Polk County Emergency Management Commission Administration for the 3 year term including FYs 2012, 2013, and 2014.  The annual fee to be paid by the City of Elkhart remains at $.25 per capita or $170.75 each year.  Roll Call Vote. Ayes: Jones, Nolte, Richardson, Rumbaugh, and Smith. Nays:  None.  Absent: Cory; mc.

Motion by Rumbaugh, 2nd by Smith to approve Resolution 2011-75 to appoint Chip Mathis as the Emergency Management Commission Representative for the City of Elkhart and to appoint Steve Nolte as the Alternate Representative. Roll Call Vote. Ayes: Jones, Nolte, Richardson, Rumbaugh, and Smith. Nays:  None.  Absent: Cory; mc.

Motion by Nolte, 2nd by Smith to approve Resolution 2011-76 to appoint Kevin Smith as the Primary Board Appointment for the City of Elkhart on the Metro Waste Authority’s Board of Directors for calendar 2012 and to appoint Todd Major as the Board Alternate Appointment. Roll Call Vote. Ayes: Jones, Nolte, Richardson, Rumbaugh, and Smith. Nays:  None.  Absent: Cory; mc.

City Clerk administered the prescribed oath according to City Code 5.01 #2 to the newly elected Mayor Brandon Snyder and council members Ashley Miller, Doug Jones, and Kevin Smith, whose terms will begin January 1, 2012 based upon the results of the November 8, 2011 election.
